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The course is designed to improve students’

communication skills, with particular emphasis placed on improving listening and

speaking skills. Authentic and cross-cultural material (from the United States) will be used in this class to assist learning. There will be
balance between teacher-centered instruction and student-centered instruction.

This course is designed mainly for students to build a strong English base through an interactive learning environment. A mixture of
both academic and daily English will be present.
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On successful completion of this course, students will be able to

1. understand social conversations, public announcements, talks/lectures and presentations;

2. describe personal experiences (routines, hobbies, jobs, family, etc.), express opinions and share thoughts in conversations;
3. make personal/group presentations.
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Task-based instruction and student centered instruction will be implemented—meaning there will be a lot of pair work, group work
and interaction. Students will be asked to speak up because practice makes perfect.
