Cathay Pacific to Honor Fares

The Hong Kong-based airline mistakenly sold business-class seats on August
flights from Vietnam to New York for about $675 return. Prices on the same route in
July and September cost $16,000. The airline admitted that it “made a mistake,” but
said it would honor the tickets. The fares were reported by travel bloggers on 31
December and later withdrawn by Cathay Pacific.

Mac Jaehnert, from Milwaukee, Wisconsin was alerted to the bargain prices on
Twitter and seized the chance to book a first class ticket from Boston to Hong Kong,
and an onward flight to Hanoi in business class for a total of $1,220. He had always
dreamed of having a first class ticket, he told the BBC, but as a travel blogger and
social media manager for a tech company, he usually travelled in economy class. “A
one way ticket on Cathay, first [class] is like $18,000 and that’s quite a bit out of my
price range.”
